Reading

Morning Book Sharing:

» Children will have a book read to them each
morning at the start of the day.

Word of the Day:

» Independent reading time - with a skill focus

How the school is moving forward with Reading

» Children have been reassessed for the new reading scheme that the
school has purchased, which will be more in line with their phonic
knowledge.

» Your child’s colour band book will be changed on Mondays,
Wednesdays and Fridays but they are expected to have their reading
diary and book with them everyday for our reading sessions.
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» We would like this year for you to re-read books with your
child/children. It is important that the children build up their
fluency in reading and in order to do this they will need to read
the book more than once.

» Akey skill for children to achieve at the end of Year 2 is to be
able to read 90 words in 60 seconds.

» At each level there will be fiction and non fiction books.

» These increase the range of skills the children use to
comprehend and ensure they they apply their phonics skills in
new contexts.




Reading

» Weekly homework will be to read with your child

at least 3 times a week.

» We would like you to record these in their diary.

» Start a new page for each new week. Write
the week beginning date at the top of the

page.

» There are five spaces per
page for each day.

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» Children will be practising embedding what they were taught
in Year 1 and consolidating the Phonics curriculum.

» The children will be sitting their Phonic Screening check during
the second half of the Autumn Term 2021.




Phonics

» Any child that does not pass the Phonics test in Autumn
2021 will have to resit a new test in June 2022.

» Any child who does not pass will continue to have phonic
sessions/support as they continue through the year.




Writing

» No test in writing at the end of Year 2.

» The Autumn term will focus on the teaching of the Year 2 writing skills,
before moving onto applying this skills in their writing.

» There will be a range of genres taught throughout the year such as
letters, poetry and instructions.

» We will look at a range of work over a sustained period of time when
assessing the children’s writing.

» We will also look at the quality of writing across a range of subjects for
example in Science, History, Geography etc.




Writing
What do the children need to do to meet
expectation?

>
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Handwriting - continues to be a focus for the school to improve it even further. To reach the
expected level at the end of the year the children will need to ensure letters are the correct size
and orientation to each other and especially capital letters.

To be working at Greater Depth they will need to demonstrate using horizontal and diagonal
strodkes for joining their writing, which we will encourage children to do when we feel they are
ready.

Spelling - they will need to segment spoken words into phonemes and represent these in
gr?]phemes, spelling most of these words correctly and making phonetically plausible attempts at
others.

Common Exception Words - the children will need to be able to show that they can include some
of these words in their writing and spell them correctly.



Writing

What are we doing to help your child?

» Explicit spelling and handwriting sessions.

» High quality modelling of skills.

» Assessing afternoon writing - for example, Science
written work will be expected to be at the same standard
as morning writing.




GPS

What is GPS?

» Grammar

» Punctuation

» Spelling

How do we teach GPS?

» GPS sessions will be taught in
Year 2 and the children will
be encouraged to apply these
skills within their writing.




Maths

» Learning year group content - each skill will be taught during Maths
sessions and we follow our school’s ‘Calculation Policy’ to teach the
four operations.

» The ‘Calculation Policy’ is available on the school’s website, if you
would like to see the strategies that we teach the children.

» Fluency Checks, Reasoning and Problem Solving will also be used to
extend the children’s understanding and application of each skill.

» Maths sessions are also adapted to suit the needs of the children to
ensure they are able to access the skill being taught.




Maths

What will the children be learning?

» Arithmetic content - this will focus on addition, subtraction, multiplication,
division and fractions.

» Reasoning

» All aspects of the curriculum for example Geometry, Fractions, Number, Place
Value

» Entry Tickets - each child completes these independently, prior to being
taught a new skill.

» Entry Tickets are then used to inform our planning so that children are given
activities that match their current understanding of that skill.

» Assessments have to be completed during May 2022.

» The children are not aware that they are sitting these tests
as we make sure that it is part of their normal school day.

Test Content:
» Draw on knowledge of vocabulary to understand texts.

» Identify and explain key aspects of fiction and non-fiction texts, such as
characters, events, titles and information.

» Identify and explain the sequence of events in texts.
» Make inferences from the text.

» Predict what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far.




GEOGRAPHY

Foundation Subjects @;’};

» We follow the curriculum for each of the Foundation subjects.

» Sessions are adapted to suit the needs of all children but ensure
that they have the same opportunity to achieve the skill focus.

» We use a range of resources for the children to show their
knowledge such as - using iPads to record/complete practical
activities.

» We aim to teach each skill twice, which will enable us to move
children on in their learning where appropriate.




Homework
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Please read with your child 3 times a week.

60 second read - the children will be assessed on how many words they can read in
60 seconds. You will receive one piece of text each term, to practise with your
child. These will be sent out about 2 weeks before we assess the children.

If you would like to receive more homework, then you will need to complete a form
online. This work is for your child to complete at home with your support and we
will not be asking for it to come into school and we will not be marking it.

Word of the Week

Linked to the Word of the Day - every Friday the children will write their new word
in their ‘Word of the Week’ book (red) and will be asked to find out the definition of
the word at home.

They can record this as they wish - a written definition or a picture.

Please ensure the book is returned by Wednesday so that the children can share
what they have found out.
